
GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
 

SEVILLE 
 
Sevilla (Seville) is located 80 km. from the cost of Andalucia on the banks of the Guadalquivir a 
navigable river with contact to the Atlantic Ocean. It is the 4th largest city in Spain with more 
than 700.000 inhabitants and Capital of Andalucia (the most southern region of Spain). Within 2 
hours drive from Sevilla you can reach Portugal and Granada and Malaga are also within a 
short reach. The town has a hot Mediterranean climate with more than 300 days of sun a year. 
 
Apart from being the capital of Andalucia Sevilla is also the industrial center of southern Spain.  
 
The most important sectors are the chemical and pharmaceutical as well as the metal industry.  
 
The province of Sevilla has traditionally been an agricultural region and due to the climate with 
more than 300 days of sun it has an important production of citrus fruits and olives. 
 
The history of Sevilla dates back to the Tartessian civilization from the 9th century B.C. and has 
later been occupied by the Romans and the Moors. Many monuments from the different periods 
are still to be found all over Sevilla. Today Sevilla is a modern and dynamic city. 
 
It has lately hosted international important events as the Expo in 1992 and the world 
championship in athletics in 1999 and is a one of the candidates to host the Olympic Games in 
2012. 
 
Every year Sevilla celebrates two important events, which are famous not only in Spain but all 
over the world. The first event is Semana Santa (Wholly Week) a religious festival with 
processions carrying images of the Virgin Maria or Christ. Two weeks after Sevilla celebrates 
'La Feria de Abril', a weeklong town celebration in an open square with music, dancing, 
concerts, eating and drinking. Apart from these celebrations Sevilla has an interesting nightlife 
throughout the year and the people in Sevilla the 'Sevillanas' are known for spending all there 
free time in the streets or in the local bars or cafeterias. 
 
CLIMATE 
 
Seville has a Mediterranean climate, with average temperatures of 26º C in the summer and 12º 
C in the winter, experiencing mild winds during spring and summer. Winters are also mild. It 
rains only slightly during the autumn (average annual rainfall: 534 mm). Highest temperatures 
are experienced during the summer. With close to 3000 hours of sunlight annually, Seville's 
climate can be considered almost as perfect in all seasons.  
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TRANSPORT 
 
By land , by air, and even by river transport, Seville is connected to other big cities thanks to a 
large extent to the renovating impulse of the Universal Exhibition of 1992. That period saw the 
expansion of the San Pablo Airport, which now offers a large number of flights to both European 
and Spanish cities, and also that of the Santa Justa Station, the most important in Andalusia, 
which is the starting point for the high-speed train (AVE) that links it with Madrid, Barcelona, 
Córdoba, and Málaga. As far as road transport is concerned, the A-4, A-92, and A-49 dual 
carriageways converge on Seville. Finally, the Guadalquivir is the fourth way of entering the city 
by the Port of Seville.

Guardia Civil 
Mainly responsible for the countryside. Call in case of a traffic accident outside the city. Tel:

GENERAL BUSINESS HOURS 
 
Shops  open between 9-10:00 hours in the morning and then close around 14:00 hours for 
lunch time. In the afternoon they open again at 17:00 hours and close around 21:00 hours 
(small shops often earlier). On Saturday many small shops open only in the morning. 
 
MONEY EXCHANGE/CASH 
 
Exchange rate:  
The fixed exchange rate of Pesetas to Euro is: 166,386 Ptas. = 1 Euro. From 1.1.2002 to 
30.3.2002 both currencies were used. Then the Peseta disappeared. However, for large 
amounts you may still hear prices in pesetas. 
 
Money exchange: 
Exchange cash at a bank. Currency exchange offices are available at generally higher rates. 
Always take into consideration exchange rate and commission. 
During the afternoon or week-ends money exchange can be done at large hotels. 
 
Cash machines (ATMs): 
ATMs accept common debit or credit cards (VISA, MASTERCARD). In general ATMs offer the 
best rates and are the most convenient method to get Euros. In our experience almost all use a 
4 digit PIN. (Don't forget your PIN number!). 
 
Credit Cards  
Major credit cards are widely accepted at hotels and shops. Visa and Mastercard are most often 
accepted, while many merchants and accommodations may not accept American Express. 
Common commissions are 2-4%. Sometimes shop owners invent excuses to avoid credit card 
payments.

HOTEL DOÑA MARÍA 4* 
 

   
 
Housed in an old Sevillian palace and situated in front of the famous Cathedral and Giralda, this hotel is 
just across the square and very close to the major tourist attractions.  
 
Start your day with a fantastic buffet breakfast before heading off to visit the sights. The Alcazar, the 
Archivo de Indias, the Santa Cruz Quarter, Venerables and Salvador Church are all a short distance from 
the hotel.

This emblematic hotel faces the Town Hall in Seville’s historic city centre, just 3 blocks from the colossal 
Cathedral, and it has been renovated recently. 
 
Back in 1840 an ancient convent called Casa Grande de San Francisco which was located in front of the 
Town Hall, was demolished ,at the front of the Plaza, facing the old Consistorial, the Fonda Inglaterra (Inn) 
was established in 1857. This was a first rate establishment, which made all Sevillians feel proud.
