FROM THE AIRPORT TO THE CENTRE OF DUBLIN 
 
Dublin Airport is about 12 km north from the city centre. 
 
- Aircoach Tickets cost €7.00 single, €12.00 return.  You can buy a ticket directly from 

the coach driver. See www.aircoach.ie 
 
 
 Stops outside Trinity College.  Walk up Dame Street to catch a number 123 

bus. 
 
- Airlink  Tickets cost €4.50. – operates every 10/15 minutes  
 
  Stops in O’Connell Street from where you take the LUAS to Smithfield. 
 
- Taxi At the airport there is a taxi rank located directly outside the terminal 

building. The price €40-45.00 depending on the destination

Buses 

The number 123 from the City Centre passes through and stops in the Hospital grounds.  

The 78A, 68A, 51and 51B can all be caught outside the main entrance on St. James's

Train 

The nearest train station is Heuston Station which is approx. a 15 minutes walk from the 
hospital.

LUAS Light Rail System 

The Luas light rail system stops in St. James’ Hospital.  The stop is called St. James and the 
trains run approximately every 7 minutes.   Cost is € 1.60 - €3.00.  See www.luas.ie

Taxi 

There is a taxi rank in the hospital outside the main entrance and taxis are generally 
readily available.   

Car 

There is no parking available in the Trinity Centre. 

There is a new public underground car park located off Junction 2. Set Down Facilities are 
available at each Hospital Entrance or as close as possible.   Cost per day is €12 

Note: There is absolutely no private or public car parking on the Main Concourse. 
Clamping is in operation and a release fee of applies
